* T£ your child says something inCorrectly, say it baCk the right way,
eg “GGoggy bited it”, “Yes, the dog bit it, didnh’t he?”.

You can help your child at home by ...

1) Involving your children in baking, rolling and cutting activities using
smaller tools - discussing how food changes when it is cooked.

Allowing your children to wash, dry and put some dishes away -
growing their awareness of how to organise a space, ie the
cupboard.
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
